


ELIMINATING
TEEN PREGNANCY

Teen moms are less likely to finish high school and

more likely to depend on public health care and welfare.

Their children are more likely to perform pootly in
school and are at a greater risk for abuse and neglect.
Sons of teen moms are 13 percent more likely to end up
in prison and commit violent crimes.

With the Boys & Girls Clubs of Greéater Oxnard and
Port Hueneme investing in programs that teach self-
esteem and health, the pregnancy rate for girls at the
Club is an astounding zero.

PREVENTING CRIME

Studies show that teens are most likely to commit
crimes between the hours of 3-8 p.m., after school has
let out and before adults are home from work.

At the Boys & Girls Clubs of Greater Oxnard and Port
Hueneme, 60 percent of our members are from single-
parent households. With 95 percent of our members at-
tending Club activities three or more times a week, these
teens are exposed to positive role models and activities
that help them create their own exciting future while
staying off the streets.
